We would like to convince all current non- signatories to join
the “RINCK” Convention. The complete success is possible
only with the greatest number of signatory nations.

Chairman Member Federations.

The education of coaches is one of the most important factors that decisively influence

the development of handball. Handball as a sport goes forward and we need to work out
some new educational methods. The EHF Coaches Licensing System facilitates the efficient
operation of the educational process. Thanks to the new regulations we are provided with
the information about the number of coaches, and we can also influence the labour market
in this area as well as increase the mobility of coaches in Europe.

Over the past few years, the EHF in close cooperation with the national federations has
organised courses for coaches on a biannual basis, the EHF Open Master Coach and
Licensing Course.

The Methods Commission’s proposal in connection with an appropriate development plan
and implementation guidelines with regard to the mandatory EHF Coaches Licensing in
EHF National Team and Club Competitions as of the 2014/15 season was presented to the
Executive Committee and approved by the EXEC in September 2013 as follows:

« Mandatory EHF Coaches Licensing from the 2014/15 season onwards for the EHF’s
European Cup competitions and the EHF Champions League, EHF EURO Events
including qualification and Younger Age Category European Championships based on
Category 3 of EHF RINCK Convention

« Comprehensive information to all EHF Member Federations on various occasions and
by means of an EHF information manual

« Making non-signatory nations join the EHF RINCK Convention either as Category 2 or
3 countries

« Administrative cooperation between EHF and Member Federations on the
implementation of the system by means of a new registration process on the one hand
and the set-up of a data base on the other.
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In the upcoming 2014/15 competition season (=transition period) flexibility will be provided
by the following means:

« Exemptions for EHF RINCK Convention Category 2 nations [this concerns signatory
nations currently on Category 2, such as England, Ireland and Malta) or non-signatory
Category 2 countries

« Exemptions for young Younger Age Category European Championship coaches,
currently in their educational process, who will receive a temporary license until
2015/16 including an educational option

In order to grant these exemptions the national coaching level/category and a CV outlining
the coaching level (category) of the respective coaches have to be confirmed and submitted
to the EHF by the respective national federation (EHF Coaches Licensing Application Sheet).

We do think that we have a common responsibility of starting this process together as “a
tribute to the next generation”.

1) IMPLEMENTATION - ‘RINCK’ CONVENTION/
CERTIFICATION AND LICENSING

1. RINCK Convention Membership

Principle:

« By becoming a signatory to the existing EHF Coaching convention, the nations and
the European Handball Federation aim to coordinate the contents and standardise a
coaches’ education programme in Europe while still observing working freedom as well
as recognising vocational training within the signatory nations.

The signatories, who are Member Federations of the European Handball Federation
agree to observe the terms and conditions, stated in this convention, concerning
standard guidelines for a coaches’ education programme in Europe. They guarantee
that these rules, fixed as a minimum requirement, are adopted within the Member
Federations.

.

It shall be a definite objective to achieve a compatibility of education systems among % .
the signatory nations in order to facilitate the direct admission to work, as a handball —=%
coach, in each signatory Member Federation.

Coaches’ education has to focus, proportionally, on the criteria of continuous
development and innovation.

Procedure of accession:

« The question of whether coaches’ education in a Member Federation fulfils the
requirements determined by the individual categories will be examined in accordance
with a pre-defined procedure [see article IX, § 3).

.

The Methods Commission is the responsible body for the fulfilment of all admission
requirements. The Methods Commission shall also carry out communication with the
EHF Executive Committee.

Following the examination of the national coaches’ education programme, a report
shall be submitted to the Executive Committee. A decision will be met after the results
have been considered and the respective Commissions have been consulted concerning
the possible admission or refusal.

Application requirements:

1. Member Federations wishing to access and sign the convention shall announce their
intention by submitting the respective application to the EHF.

2. The correspondence with the EHF shall be carried out in one of the three official EHF
languages (English, German or French).

3. National coaches’ education programme regulations as well as explanations concerning /
administrative procedures shall be submitted to the EHF.

4, The admission procedure, based on the documents presented, will be initiated by the
EHF and the necessary examinations and controls shall subsequently be arranged by
the competent bodies.

5. Following all examinations, a report will be presented to the EHF Executive Committee
and a decision, based on the fore-mentioned criteria, will be met.

6. Upon becoming signatory to the convention all signatories agree to recognize all EHF
Master Coach Certificates from other signatory nations. In accordance with the
guidelines stated in this convention coaches’ courses for top level coaches may then
be held.

11l) IMPLEMENTATION / EHF LICENSING IN
EHF COMPETITIONS AS OF 2014/15

1. National Team Competitions (YAC, EURO Quali, EURO)
and Club Team Competitions (EC, CL)

In September 2013 the EHF Coaches Licensing System was approved by the EHF Executive
Commission (ExeC) subject to clear guidelines for implementation (including transition
period criteria/exemptions) worked-out by the EHF Methods Commission.

As of the season 2014/15 all clubs and national teams taking part in EHF competitions,
including European Cup Competitions, Champions League, EURO Qualifications and EURO
Events [Senior and YAC) shall be obligatorily coached by licensed coaches corresponding to
category 3 of RINCK Convention (as a minimum).

Coaches from clubs or national teams from Category 2 signatories or non-signatories
must have the highest national coaching level to be confirmed by the respective National
Federation) and shall receive a temporary licence by EHF after submitting their coaching
career CV to EHF (EHF coaches’ education form).

Season 2014/15: European Cup, Champions League, EURO Qualification, EUROs, Young Age

2. Transition Period Exemptions

1. Preconditions

According to the act of law dated 13 June 2013, a sport coach can become everyone, who
« is minimum 18 years old
« has higher, secondary education
« has a basic knowledge, experience and abilities to become a coach / sport instructor
« has never been sentenced with no further right of appeal for a crime described in the
paragraph no.25. [Dz. U. Nr 127, poz. 857, z p6zn. zm.39)

In this legal state, the only document qualifying to be a handball coach in Poland is a
Coaching Licence issued and prolonged by the Polish Handball Federation only.

2. Coaches licensing system in Poland

Polish Handball Federation (ZPRP) distinguishes 3 licence-categories for handball coaches:

« Coaching Licence - Category A
Authorizes to lead: club teams in all divisions, all national teams.

« Coaching Licence - Category B
Authorizes to lead: teams playing in the 2nd division and lower senior divisions,
youth teams

« Coaching Licence - Category C
Authorizes to lead teams playing in all the youth classes.

Coaching licences are issued and extended by the ZPRP Sport Director. (Coaching Licence -
Category C, in consultation with the ZPRP Sport Director, can by issued by the local board.)

In case of young YAC coaches skill in the educational
process they shall provide coaches CVs to EHF in order to facilitate the issueing of
temporary licences.
